Dear Parents/Players:

First of all, I would welcome everyone back for another great year of Midget A hockey. 

All players will be given jerseys, which are the property of the St. Laurent Minor Hockey Association. Players are responsible to bring to every game both their home and away jerseys. If a player forgets to bring his jerseys, he may not play that game. Every player will be responsible for his own equipment and jerseys. Lost jerseys must be replaced at a cost of $50.00 per jersey. 

Team socks can be provided at a cost of approximately $12.50. Name bars can be purchased for a cost of approximately $12 for their home and away jerseys.

We are planning to enter 2 or 3 tournaments this year. Parents are asked to contribute $150, which would cover the costs of these tournaments, exhibition games and costs for our scorer and timekeeper.  All payments are due to Marc Mes, our manager, by October 28, 2007. We are continuing to pursue other avenues of fundraising including the Bell Capital Cup which the St. Laurent Midget A team has been involved with in the past, however the venue we were responsible for is not being used this year. We will keep you informed. Team sponsorships are always welcome.

Players are asked that they be in the dressing room at least 20 minutes prior to game time.  

Commitment and attitude start at home. We are trying not only to teach the skills of hockey but the concept of being an integral part of a team. With this, comes a commitment to teammates and the coaching staff who volunteer their own time to our kids. We, as parents and players can encourage this attitude by committing to all practices and games. If for some reason you cannot attend a scheduled game or practice, please notify the head coach or team manager of your absence. A Code of Conduct exists for both parents and players. 

For Parents:

· I will remember that my child plays hockey for his enjoyment, not for mine.

· I will encourage my child to play by the rules and to resolve conflicts without resorting to hostility or violence.

· I will teach my child that doing one’s best is as important as winning.

· I will make my child feel like a winner by offering praise for competing fairly and trying hard.

· I will never ridicule or yell at my child.

· Any verbal or physical abuse against an official, player, teammate, coach or parent is unacceptable behavior.  Always control your temper.

· Swearing and profanity will not be tolerated.

· I will applaud good performances by both my child’s team and their opponents.

· I will never question an official’s judgment in public.

· I will respect and show appreciation for the volunteer coaches.

For Players:

· Play fair. Play by the rules.

· Never argue with an official. If you disagree let the coach request the captain/assistant captain to approach the official.

· Any verbal or physical abuse against an official, player, teammate, coach or parent is unacceptable behavior.  Always control your temper.

· Swearing and profanity will not be tolerated.

· Work equally hard for yourself and your team. Your team’s performance will benefit and so will you.

· Your sportsmanship-like conduct shows your love of the game.

· Treat all players including teammates like you yourself would like to be treated. 

· Cooperate with your coaches, teammates, officials and opponents. 

· Respect others on the ice, at the rink and in the dressing room by refraining from foul language and by conduct that sets an example for others. Do not be afraid to be a leader.

· Accept the responsibility of being a team player. Arrive on time and attend all practices and games that are scheduled.

· When shaking hands after a game, excessive demonstration is not acceptable. 

Unsportsmanlike conduct by a player or by a parent, including profanity, unacceptable behavior or a lack of respect for referees, team officials or teammates, can result in a suspension by the team, association or removal from an arena.
